e Stand with your knees slightly bent

e Start with your hands at your low back

e Slowly bend backward as far as you can without discomfort

e Straighten your right elbow with your palm facing downward,

bend wrist so your fingers point towards the floor

e While standing, bend your right knee and gently pull your
right ankle towards your bottom
® Push your hip forward. You may need to use your left hand

for support
* Hold 30 seconds
® Repeat on the opposite side

e Step forward with the leg to be stretched forward
® Bend forward from the hips keeping your back straight
* Point your toes towards the ceiling (until you feel a stretch in

the back of your thigh)

® Hold 30 seconds
® Repeat on the opposite side

HIP FLEXOR STRETCH

This exercise will help stretch your hip muscles.

* From a standing position, take a step forward with the left leg
and slowly lower the right knee to rest on the floor

e Gently push your hip forward. You should feel a stretch in the
front of the right thigh

* Hold stretch for 30 seconds

® Repeat on the opposite side
